EMERALD BAY ESTATE SALE POLICY
Upon written application to the Board of Directors, the Board or its Executive Committee may authorize Estates Sales as defined herein;

1. The written application must include the name of the member having the sale, who is conducting the sale, the location of the sale, and the date and time of the sale, and it must be filed in the Business Office at least fifteen (15) days before the proposed sale date;

2. An “Estate Sale” is defined as a liquidation or sale of all, or substantially all, of a member’s property located within that Emerald Bay member’s residence, including that member’s vehicles, conducted on that member’s property by a person or business qualified to do so;

3. Each Estate Sale shall last not longer than three consecutive days and shall be conducted between the hours of 9:00 A.M. and 5:00 P.M.

4. The persons conducting the Estate Sale and all persons, other than Emerald Bay members, who attend the sale are guests of the member holding the sale, and that member is responsible for the conduct of those persons and any damages caused by them;
5. The day before an Estate Sale begins, the member having the Estate Sale is responsible for providing Emerald Bay Security with a list of names of the persons conducting and attending the Estate Sale and to update said list to Security for each day the sale is held;

6. All persons attending an Estate Sale must abide by Security Parking Rules, which include not parking on lawns or blocking streets.
